    Website - No report as Jay Goodman is out of town. 
    Young Eagles - Judie Betz reported that today is “Young Eagles’ Day”.  She reminded everyone for the need for participation in this 
program.  She also reminded everyone of the rules covering the Young Eagles Program and urged members to participate.  The rules are 
simple:   A requisition form that the parents must fill out and sign; Pilot rating; current bi-annual; current medical; log book up-to-date; 
aircraft maintained in accordance with FAR; insurance paid up; VFR Only; No “hot loading; i.e. shut down engine between rides; no 
aerobatics.

    Tech Counselors - No report 
    Unusual Occurrences - Leonard Elmendorf reported that at times there is a problem at Ocala Airport when aircraft on instrument 
approaches land straight-in and there are aircraft in the pattern.  At times these aircraft do not break off the straight-in to join the pattern.  
He had a near miss at one point and stressed that you should be on the alert for these aircraft who are either practicing instrument 
approaches, or the large aircraft who call in from 10 miles out for a straight-in landing.  There were differing opinions as to whether the 
instrument pilot is within his rights to land straight in when there are other aircraft in the pattern.   It was also pointed out the Ocala isn’t the 
only airport at which to be cautious.  Deland is very busy with parachutes.  The last word is COMMUNICATE and if that doesn’t work, go 
around! 
    Lorene Washburn elaborated on the FSAACA fly-in.  Florida Sport Aviation Antique & Classic Association is a Florida organization for 
sport, antique and classic aircraft.

Darren is a graduate 
of Embry Riddle and in addition to his overall title he is also Chief Test Pilot, Back-up Technician and Sales Person and is very involved in 
developing new products.  Power Flow Exhaust Systems is the leading designer and manufacturer of FAA approved exhaust systems for 
certified aircraft. Darren gave an educational background of exhaust systems in general.   The first research was  started in 1980 by 
Robbin Thomas, who is the President of Power Flow Exhaust Systems.  After much research Mr. Thomas moved the business to Daytona 
Beach and in 1998 he was successful in completing the exhaust system that worked.  In March 1999 it was certified in the Cessna 172.  
There are now eight major aircraft certified.  At Oshkosh they expect to have two more aircraft certified.  They are also branching out into 
the homebuilt arena.   They have shipped their 2000th system.   Darren covered the 2 stroke and 4 stroke exhaust systems and showed 
what they do and how they work.   They are in the process of inventing a system that will work on 6 cylinders.  Darren was very thorough 
and gave a comprehensive explanation of their expertise in their field, after which there was a question and answer period.
