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President 's Ramblings
Dear Fellow Aviators,

We live in a time when aviation technology is developing rapidly and there are new acronyms like VLJ and ADS-B to add to our
pilot's vocabulary. It was rather depressing, therefore, to read the article on Avgas in the May edition of AOPA Pilot. The future
availability of 100 LL seems to hang on a slim thread. It seems only a matter of time before Avgas will become unavailable or
unaffordable here just as it is in many other parts of the world right now.

Last month | wrote about some of the new piston aero engines that are now available that will run on Jet-A fuel rather than Avgas.
Although conversion to these types of engines does not come cheap, they do offer a new lease of life to airframes that have many
thousands of useful hours left in them.

| was heartened to read a story in the New York Times by Tom Shanker on May 14 where he reported on an effort by the US Air
Force to prove that “ the American military can fly its aircraft by blending traditional crude-oil-based jet fuel with a synthetic liquid
made first from natural gas and, eventually, from coal, which is plentiful and cheaper.”

If general aviation pilots have occasional concerns about the availability and cost of fuel, think of the headaches that the problem
can give the military. Shanker explains in his article that “The Air Force consumed 3.2 billion gallons of aviation fuel in fiscal year
2005, which was 52.5 percent of all fossil fuel used by the government......... The total Air Force bill for jet fuel last year topped $4.7
billion........ every increase of $10 per barrel of oil drives up Air Force fuel costs by $600 million per year.”

The Navy and the Army are also taking part in the trials of a synthetic fuel which can be produced either from natural gas or from
coal. The ultimate goal is to have one fuel for all vehicles in the military, whether on land, sea or air.

Shanker writes that Syntroleum is the company that is supplying the test fuel. He explains - “they can produce 42 gallons of
synthetic fuel from 10,000 cubic feet of natural gas. The raw materials cost about $70.” The big savings come, however, by using coal
as the raw material. As the article says, “The Syntroleum technology could be used...... to produce the same 42 gallons of fuel from
just $10 worth of coal.” The company incorporates the Fischer-Tropsch process into their conversion of coal or natural gas into oil.
They have an interesting website at www.syntroleum.com .

The stakes for this new fuel are about much more than a replacement for Avgas. If coal were to become the primary raw material
for all our fuel needs rather than crude oil, the whole geopolitical balance of the world could shift from the current dependence on the
Middle East and the vagaries of the world crude oil market.

So there is reason to have hopes that your airframe will still be flying long after the TBO of your current Avgas engine. If you need
to consider an overhaul soon and the cost of conversion to an aero diesel is more than you can afford, why not explore the
possibilities of a move to run your current engine on Auto Gas? Sure it might mean you have to haul fuel from the local gas station,
but you will still be able to run 100 LL (assuming it is available) on those occasions when you can't get Auto Gas. If the lead in 100LL
fouls your plugs, then adding some Decalin TCP to the fuel should take care of that — it is available from www.decalinchemicals.com
and it can be shipped by ordinary mail.

Once again, please don't be shy to seek help with your project or your aircraft — that's what the Chapter is all about. If you have a
question or a problem, the first thing to do is contact one of our Tech Counselors — Leonard Elmendorf, Chuck Mosely or Al Nase.
