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President’s Ramblings 
 Dear Fellow Aviators, 
     The month of October got off to a sad start. On the afternoon of Oct. 11, Yankees pitcher Cory Lidle and flight instructor Tyler 
Stanger lost their lives when the Cirrus SR20 they were flying crashed into an apartment building in Manhattan. Our condolences and 
prayers go out to their families.  Before any investigators have reported, the FAA has already responded by imposing new restrictions 
on VFR flight along the Hudson River. 
     In contrast to this sad news, this month the Chapter enjoyed a fantastic presentation by CarolAnn Garratt on her round-the-world 
flight in her Mooney in 2003, the 113th pilot to make such a flight in a single-engine airplane. CarolAnn’s mother, Marie, died of ALS 
ten months before the epic flight began.  CarolAnn said that her objectives for the flight were: 
        • To increase awareness about ALS and to raise donations to fight the disease. 
        • To introduce aviation to youngsters in the countries visited. 
     You can still share in CarolAnn’s adventure by buying the book she wrote about her epic voyage – “Upon Silver Wings.” A 
minimum donation of $20 is requested for the book and every cent goes to ALS research. Please contact Judie Betz and order some 
for Christmas presents. 
     Unless you have been on an extended flight on the Starship Enterprise, you should be aware that general aviation is not greatly 
loved outside of the community of aviation enthusiasts. The dislike for the sight and sound of small planes ranges from neighbors who 
live near airports to politicians and developers who see airports as sites ripe for new building construction.  
     Before Election Day on Nov. 7, there is a chance for us to make sure that those who seek our vote for congressman, senator, and 
state representatives understand the facts about general aviation. But whom should we vote for?  
     Find out where the candidates stand on FAA funding and user fees. Speak or write to or e-mail the candidates running for House 
or Senate seats, and remind them that the current tax system has provided a reliable revenue stream for the FAA for nearly 40 years 
and it will provide sufficient revenue for expanding and modernizing the air traffic control system to meet future growth. 
     Also, the FAA and the airlines are proposing that control of the air traffic system, including all decisions about fees and funding, be 
put in the hands of a board of directors controlled by the airlines. Congress would be cut out of the loop, which means individual 
citizens would no longer have a way for their aviation concerns to be heard. 
Ask the candidates, "Do you oppose eliminating the congressional oversight of the FAA?" 
     On the state and local level, the most important aviation issue is protecting airports. And the best way to preserve GA airports is to 
prevent incompatible development around the airport. Responsible planning and zoning can do that. 
So ask the candidates, "Do you support comprehensive aviation planning and zoning regulations to protect airports?" 
     You can get further advice at www.aopa.org  
     We get the government that we elect, so if you want to preserve the privileges that we enjoy in general aviation make sure that you 
vote – and vote wisely.
