Thank goodness some of our neighbors keep their monitors on and several came out to the runway as we
made a couple of passes, and they confirmed that the nose gear was bent back. At first | considered going to Ocala to
land on the hard surface, but after talking some to the ones on the ground we decided to go to Leesburg as it is much
closer. So off we went with people on the ground heading for their cars. As we approached Leesburg we called them on
the radio to have the fire equipment standing by. We circled for about 10 minutes waiting for the equipment to get into
position, and then | set up an approach for runway 03 flying from the right seat. | had briefed Lorene to shut off fuel and
the electrical power as soon as we were on the ground. Made a smooth landing and kept airplane going until we were
near the fire truck and then pulled power off and let nose slowly settle to the runway. All was well until we were almost
stopped, and then the nose gear dug in, or something, and we tipped up on the nose and left wingtip and then fell back
on the main gear. From inside | thought we were going over, but afterward could see that the plane didn't go over that
much as neither the cowl or spinner has any damage. After the plane sat on the runway for at least 2 hours waiting for
the FAA to decide if they were coming out or we could move the plane, they finally said we could move it, and through
the connections of some good friends we were able to find a beautiful hanger to put the plane in. Now what to do,
haven't quite decided yet. Yes the plane did have full coverage.

So now you know how a beautiful day can turn into a dismal one. The good things are our beloved RV can be fixed
and we are OK. In the meantime we are grounded for awhile as the Wagabond has been sold. | know, bad timing

We are still hoping for good weather for this Sat. as we are in charge of a RV fly-in lunch at Crystal River. So far we
have about 24 planes that have responded and we are hoping for more.
